Halksworth however pulled clear on the second lap of the 750meter swim and would never look back. There are few who can test Halksworth locally any longer as he looks to the bigger stage of the French Grand Prix series, and other Elite events throughout the globe in an effort to carve a professional career for himself in a very demanding sport. Price continue his strong performance out onto the bike section and on the run to a comfortable second place ahead of a very creditable third from Darren Le Masurier who does not get much opportunity to train these days with his studies. There were other performances worthy of mention with newcomer Lukas Liptak taking the second fastest run split of the day and Veteran Stephen Billington who’s swim and bike both placed him third just losing out in the transition area to the more experienced Le Masurier.
