St Catherines Triathlon 2026 – Race Report
The 2026 St Catherines Triathlon took place on Sunday 17 May at St Catherine’s Breakwater, with 31 entrants across the Sprint, Super Sprint and Aquabike formats.
The race got underway at approximately 7:20am following the athlete briefing and final safety checks with athletes counted into the water. Conditions were generally favourable, with calm sea conditions despite a breeze. The weather remained overcast throughout although the the rain held off. Roads were a little slippery in places following rain overnight.
Athletes raced across three formats:
· Sprint Distance: 750m swim / 20km bike / 5km run
· Super Sprint: 400m swim / 10km bike / 2.5km run
· Aquabike: 750m swim / 20km bike
Sprint Distance
Peter Holmes was first to exit the water, exiting T1 in an impressive time of 12:53 with Ryan Paterson around a minute behind. However Paul Butt put in an excellent bike leg overhauling both Holmes and Paterson with the fastest bike split of the day at 33:49. This was followed up by a strong run split of 19:56 (including T2) to secure the win.
The Sprint Distance race was won by Paul Butt in 1:09:10, ahead of Peter Holmes in 1:11:33 and Ryan Paterson in 1:12:14.
Katie Tanguy was the first female finisher, placing 8th overall in 1:18:29. Hannah Campbell was second female in 1:39:35, followed by Nicola Mollin in 1:39:50.
A special mention goes to Dougie Smith, now in the M80-84 bracket and still racing strong!
Super Sprint
The Super Sprint was won by Michael Anderson in 50:45, despite competing in his very first triathlon.
During the run, Michael accidentally went the wrong way around the “Gibraltar Loop” section of the course and was subsequently given a two-minute time penalty. However, in true triathlon spirit, after realising the error he returned to the turn point to marshal and help direct later athletes to ensure nobody else made the same mistake.
Hayley Butlin finished second in 55:11, with Katie Ridley third in 58:28.
Aquabike
The Aquabike event was completed by Victoria Miller, finishing in 1:06:33.
